As part of the Year 6 Curriculum, in our H'Lstorg lessons and in poetry in EngLLsh next term, we have been and
will continue to look at the key lessons we can learn from World War One. We are also excited as we have the
opportunity to take part in two workshops connected with our current Focus in History

The first workshop is a live online workshop with the poet Brian Moses. This workshop will give the children the
opportunity to explore some of his poems based on war and then develop skills to write their own First World
War poems. There will also be the option to pu,rchase ngmd. copies of Brian Moses poetry books.

The second workshop is led by a company called West End in Schools. Through this workshop the children will be
inspired by the poets of the Great War and investigate one of our most important historical events from an
interactive, drama-based perspective.

Follow'mg both workshops, poems written by the children will then be added to our First World War mural near
our Reading Den.
